Registration fee (50 €) includes two-way bus transportation (harbor or downtown– Harjattula- downtown), and all meals during the meeting.

Participants from Sweden: The registration fee (50 €) should be paid to “Suomen Sidekudostutkijat r.y.” by bank transfer to IBAN account number FI4580001501200472 with Sampo Bank plc, Helsinki, Finland. Swift address/BIC code DABAFIHH.

Accommodation in double rooms will cost 50 € per night per person, and it will be paid at the meeting site either by cash or credit card. A limited number of single rooms are available on a first-come-first-served basis at a 30 € extra charge per night. Please indicate in your registration if you need accommodation, whom you wish to share the room with, and if you request a single room.

Abstracts: Participants are invited to submit abstracts for poster presentations. Some of the abstracts will be selected for oral presentations. The abstracts should be typed on one A4 page using Times New Roman 12 letter size (or comparable) and should include 1) title, 2) names and affiliations of authors and 3) abstract text. The abstract should be saved in pdf format and sent by e-mail to hanna.taipaleenmaki@utu.fi.

Deadline for abstract submission is June 15, 2009.

Posters: The size of the poster board is 90 or 180 cm (width), 120 cm (height). You need not necessarily prepare new posters, instead you can bring along your old posters in order to increase exchange of information. Please inform us whether you need a 90 or 180 cm wide poster board while registering.
